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PERMIT REQUIREMENTS AND INFORMATION

A person, firm, corporation or organization is responsible for the conduct of other persons (non-applicants) who are in attendance at the function or activity for which a permit has been granted.  The Township expects a permit holder to encourage persons at their function or activity to follow and obey the Township’s Park use rules and regulations, as well as any conditions imposed pursuant to the permit, and to attempt to “self-police” their function.                  

Park/Recreation Area Rules and Regulations

· Park Hours are 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.

· No alcoholic beverages allowed.

· All motorized vehicles must remain on the travel portion of the roadway or in the parking areas.  All motor vehicles must park within a designated parking area.

· Pig/Beef roasters must remain on the gravel.

· Pet owners shall remove any fecal matter deposited within the park by their pet(s) immediately and completely.

· All trash must be collected from your party.  

· No fires allowed.  Use of provided grills only.

· The use of tape, staples, tacks or the like is prohibited.

· The use of amplified sound systems is permitted.  However, if complaints are received from any neighbors of the park, use of these devises will be discontinued.

· Possession of a firearm or weapon is not permitted.

· Hunting or trapping is prohibited.

· NO HORSES ALLOWED ON BALL FIELDS OR SOCCER FIELDS.

A representative from the Township will evaluate the park facilities with the permit holder or his/her designate at the times listed on the permit.  A refund check for any deposit will be mailed within 30 days based on the condition of the facility after final inspection.
