Supervisor Mulligan opened the meeting. A moment of silence was held in memory of the victims and families of the 09/11 attacks at the World Trade Centers.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The Board approved the meeting agenda with a motion by Frye that was seconded by Hayward.
 Berens made a motion seconded by Vugteveen to approve the previous month’s meeting minutes. The motion carried.
Berens made a motion to table the Clark Farm surety bond issue until our Oct. meeting. Frye supported the motion and it was approved.

Hayward made a motion to pass resolution 2013-09-12 a Performance Resolution for MDOT. Berens supported the motion. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting aye. The resolution passed.
